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I experienced the Great Hanshin-Awaji Earthquake in
1995. At that time, I first used a camera to document the
interior of my home. Looking at photos I had taken but
forgotten about,

I began to think about viewing photographs, things I
couldn’ t recall, and the distance between them. Over
twenty years later, I began photographing my own room,

viewing it as “a place that is always a disaster zone.”
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
